  This	
  phrase	
  possibly	
  
indicates	
  or	
  refers	
  to	
  the	
  attack	
  on	
  Ephraim	
  by	
  Judah.	
  The	
  Law	
  forbids	
  moving	
  a	
  boundary	
  stone	
  to	
  steal	
  
property	
  (Deut	
  19:14).	
  Judah’s	
  aggression	
  was	
  like	
  that	
  of	
  a	
  thief.	
  Another	
  interesting	
  note	
  regarding	
  the	
  
phrase	
  “like	
  those	
  who	
  remove	
  a	
  landmark”	
  	
  is	
  that	
  in	
  Hebrew	
  only	
  one	
  word	
  is	
  used-­‐‘nacag‘	
  and	
  it	
  means	
  
to	
  move	
  away,	
  backslide,	
  move,	
  go,	
  turn	
  back.	
  
”In	
  the	
  Dead	
  Sea	
  scrolls,	
  the	
  phrase	
  is	
  used	
  as	
  a	
  metaphor	
  for	
  people	
  who	
  led	
  Israel	
  astray	
  from	
  the	
  rightful	
  
worship	
  of	
  Yahweh.”4

  grown.	
  But	
  we	
  have	
  forgotten	
  God.	
  We

  multiplied	
  and	
  enriched	
  and	
  strengthened	
  us,	
  and

  that	
  until	
  the	
  people	
  acknowledge	
  their	
  offense,	
  
in	
  other	
  words	
  ‘confess’,	
  God	
  would	
  return	
  to	
  His	
  place	
  on	
  high	
  and	
  not	
  help	
  them.	
  
In	
  chapter	
  6:1-­‐2	
  Hosea	
  does	
  two	
  things,	
  1)	
  he	
  encouraged	
  Israel	
  to	
  return	
  to	
  the	
  LORD,	
  to	
  repent	
  of	
  their	
  sin	
  
and	
  idolatry,	
  and	
  then	
  he	
  reminded	
  them	
  of	
  the	
  loving	
  character	
  of	
  God,	
  His	
  grace	
  and	
  mercy.	
  Israel	
  is	
  not	
  
the	
  only	
  nation	
  to	
  forget	
  or	
  have	
  a	
  lack	
  of	
  knowledge	
  of	
  God.
